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Key messages: 

 The ability to respond to hybrid threats by employing a sound strategic communication strategy is 
essential. 

 It is the task of Lithuania, as well as Europe as a whole, to continue to actively support Ukraine's 
European choice. 

 Both sides should refrain from the use of force, to respect the ceasefire, and to seek a peaceful 
resolution of the Nagorno-Karabakh conflict. 

 Lithuania will seek effective implementation of UNESCO's long-term priorities.
