Ukraine, Russia: 

 „Lithuania's relationship with Russia directly depends on the overall political and security situation 
in our region. [...] It is [...] important to strengthen ties with Russian society, non-governmental 
organizations.“ (President D. Grybauskaitė, 9 January 2015), read full press release. 

 „Ukraine needs various humanitarian assistance- financial aid and expert support. There is a 
need for a consistent policy for the relationship with Russia. The current sanctions are effective 
and must be continued.“ (Minister L. Linkevičius, 8 January 2015), read full news release.

 Lithuania has been rendering all types of military assistance possible, including assistance to the 
country’s armed forces and humanitarian aid, since the beginning of Russia’s military invasion of 
Ukraine. As Lithuania is developing military cooperation with Ukraine, implementation of the 
trilateral Lithuanian, Polish and Ukrainian Brigade, LITPOLUKRBRIG, project is among its top

Security and Defence: 

 Lithuania handed over a shipment of first medical aid supplies [...] contributing to the efforts of the 
international coalition to support the Government of Iraq in fighting the Islamic State (IS) group 
and countering terrorism. “The recent events testify particularly clearly that we must align against 
terrorism that is trampling on our freedom and values.” (Minister of National Defence J. Olekas, 9 
January 2015), read full news release. 

 The United Kingdom is Lithuania's reliable partner within NATO's framework contributing to the 
security of our region and Europe as a whole. [...] Lithuania valued the UK's contribution to the 
Baltic air policing mission and welcomed its participation in the activities of Lithuania-based 
NATO Energy Security Centre of Excellence. (President D. Grybauskaitė, 8 January 2015), read 
full press release. 

 The attacks in France are „the reminders that such terror attacks have no borders and nobody is 
safe from such incidents. [...] We don’t need to have any illusion that it has nothing to do with us 
and it has to do with someone else. It’s a common challenge for everyone, for the whole 
civilization, for all countries.“ (Minister L. Linkevičius, 7 January 2015), read full article. 

 

Energy security: 

 „Natural gas and electricity links to Sweden and Poland and [...] the gas interconnections 
between the Baltic countries and with Poland [...] are the projects that are currently at the top of 
the list and have to be carried out. [...] "Synchronization [of the power grid] with the Western 
market, Western electricity networks is also in view and is a strategic project.“ (President D. 
Grybauskaitė, 7 January 2015), read full article. 

 

Lithuanian economy: 

 „To boost economic efficiency and competitiveness as well as strengthen the single market of the 
EU [...] it is essential to complete the internal energy market, consistently seek the creation of the 
digital single market, and sign free trade agreements with the United States.“ (President D.

 2014 proved to be a record year for Invest Lithuania, the nation’s foreign investment development 
agency, with 29 foreign companies deciding to establish or develop their businesses in Lithuania. 
Altogether almost 2,000 new jobs are planned over the next three years. „Raising awareness 
about Lithuania as a business location is very important and provides great results.“ (Director of 
the Investment Development Department of Invest Lithuania J. Pagirys, 7 January 2015).

Bilateral relations, Regional cooperation: 

 „L.Linkevičius stressed that Lithuania and the United Kingdom enjoy strong economic and 
political ties, [...] two countries share common views towards most of the EU individual positions.
